This page is designed to outline some League Policies and Procedures that are important to the MYFL but aren't directly related to the rules on the field. The Rules page will contain rules specific for the playing field.
1. Players should not wear MYFL equipment (helmet, shoulder pads, and pants) except for practices and for games. If any player is caught wearing MYFL equipment for their own use they will be suspended for 1 game. After the season the game jerseys are yours to keep.
1a. All players need to wear the MYFL issued equipment for all practices and all games. If they are caught not wearing the MYFL issued equipment they will receive a 1 game suspension the first time they are caught. They will be suspended for the rest of the season if caught again. 

1b. The director is to be held responsible for making sure that all equipment is returned according to the MYFL Equipment and Return Policy in this book. Any equipment that is not returned will be deducted from the directors pay at the end of the season. The league will assist any community director(s) in collecting any delinquent equipment after November 15th. All damaged equipment needs to be returned and any equipment that is returned not clean will be assessed a $5.00 cleaning fee per item. This will also be deducted from the directors pay at the end of the season. If your community bag is returned without being inventoried, there will be a $35.00 fee to inventory and reorganize your community equipment bag.
1c. Any special equipment that is needed will require a note from the doctor, orthopedic or dentist.
2. No player shall be over 13 years of age before or during the season. If you turn 14 before the last game of the season you will not be allowed to play in that season. If any Coach/Director is caught breaking this rule all the coaching staff will be terminated on that team. The player will be terminated as well.

2a. All players should be in 3rd grade.  2nd graders will be allowed to play up if the parent(s) and community director(s) so choose to let them play.
3. If a community has enough players for more than one team a draft will occur. The Directors and all coaches involved will do a draft and divide up the players as even as possible. Once this is done, one of the three League Directors will flip a coin and one of the head coaches will call heads or tales, if he wins the coin toss he will pick which team he wants. If he looses the coin toss the opposite coach will choose what team he wants. If a head coach has children playing their children will be on the same team as they coach. The assistant coaches will not be placed on a specific team just because they want to coach with one of the head coaches, they will go to which ever team their child is drafted on. No favoritism should exist!

4. If a player gets injured, quits or moves away before the first game he/she is entitled to their money back minus the cost of the transfer fee ($25.00). However if he/she chooses to get their money back he/she will not be eligible for any awards or free admission to a banquet if one is held. If a player elects to remain a member of the MYFL and do the cookie dough rewards program and sells the required amount he/she will get their money back (see cookie dough refund chart), keep their jersey, receive awards and be eligible for the banquet if one is held.    

5. No individual shall practice with any MYFL team unless he/she is a paid participant.

6. PRACTICE TIMES ARE AS FOLLOWS:

1ST WEEK = 6 HOURS (HELMETS ONLY) NO CONTACT ALLOWED

2ND WEEK = 4 ½ HOURS OF CONTACT PRACTICE

3RD WEEK = TWO 1½ HOUR CONTACT PRACTICES 

THIS WILL REMAIN THE REST OF THE SEASON. IF ANY COACH IS CAUGHT BREAKING THESE TIME RESTRICTIONS ALL COACHING STAFF WILL BE TERMINATED.

6a. Play off Determinations:

1. Head to head

2. Defensive points allowed
3. Flip a coin

7. If a community chooses to have a food concession stand during their games they can keep all proceeds for their youth football program or another community organization that runs the stand. 

8. If a child is open enrolled to another school district (outside of the district in which they reside) they must play for the MYFL team in the school district they are enrolled.  If that school district does not have an MYFL team, that child will be eligible to play for the MYFL team in the district in which they reside.

8a. Christian school rule: If a player currently goes to a Christian grade school and is planning on going to a Christian high school please contact one of the three league directors for information on this rule. 

9. Any suspensions for any reason must be cleared with the League Directors before a suspension can occur.
10. Each team shall not be permitted to have over 5 coaches on the sidelines during a game.
10a. If a coach or parent or spectator gets kicked out of a game he/she will be suspended as follows (based on a league directors investigation).

      * First offense will be a one game suspension from coaching or being a spectator.
      * Second offense they will not be able to coach again that year or be a spectator the rest of the                        year.
      * Third offense they will never be able to coach again in the MYFL or allowed to be a spectator at any MYFL games.  

11. There will be 3 refs at each regular season game that will be paid ($15.00 each per game). It is also recommended by the league that 1of the 3 refs is an adult. If a community has reoccurring referee issues an adult ref could be made mandatory for that community.
11a. There will be 4 referees for all playoff games. They will be paid ($15.00 each per game). The visiting team will supply 2 and the home team will supply 2. There needs to be at least one adult from each community.
11b. Referees are NOT allowed to use cell phones during the games. Unless there is a problem and they need to call one of the 3 league director’s if there is not a community director present at the game.
11c. Referees for the Championship games will be 4 referees with 2 paid ($50.00) adults minimum and 2 high school kids at  ($25.00 each).
12. There will be NO video taping allowed of another team for scouting purposes.
12a. There will be no headsets/ 2 way radios used for communication during the game.
13. For the betterment of the league the movement of one grade to another grade will be at the discretion of the league directors. Any adjustments that are made will be posted prior to the start of the season.

13a. Players may play up on another team from their community if a team runs short on players. They can only play if the team they are playing up on, gets down to 10 players because of an injury or a heat related issue. 
14. All scholarship players are required to sell the required amount of cookie dough in order to play in the games. If they do not meet the cookie dough requirements, they will need to turn in their equipment and jersey before the 1st game. Anyone that needs a scholarship needs to get approval from the league.
15. There will be no MYFL youth camps after August 1st. Any school/ high school sponsored camps are ok.
16. Playoffs will be held for 5th and 6th grade only. Teams will be divided into brackets of 4 teams per bracket. Brackets will be determined by record after week 4.If a 6 man bracket is required (because of the number of teams at that age level), it will be in the “A” division. See rule 6a. for how the tie breakers work in the case of 2 or more teams having the same record.
17. If you are going to use a P.A. system to announce players and/or to announce the game you need to use it for both teams. 
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
